Get a visa 
Visa regulations for tourists are liberal: Bulgaria has agreements with numerous countries for allowing visitors to stay in the country without a visa for up to 90 days. 
Exchange students, however, are required to obtain a “D” visa prior to their arrival in Bulgaria. Information about procedures and application forms can be found on any Bulgarian embassy website, e.g. http://www.bulgarianembassy.org.uk.

Get insurance 
According to current Bulgarian legislation concerning Health service, foreign citizens on a short-term stay in this country (up to 3 months or one semester) are to pay for the medical services provided to them in full. Visiting students who are to take a full academic year at this University are advised to get medical insurance in their home country. Should the need arise, it will cover medical treatment and stay at a hospital here. 
Near the International college main building there are two polyclinics, a hospital and a number of specialized surgeon's and dentist's offices. A medical examination at the polyclinic will cost about 20 levs (10 Euro). 
Motor vehicle drivers should possess a valid local or international driver’s licence. You need a “green card” insurance for your vehicle. 



	

	


	accommodation

	All international students are offered accommodation at preferential conditions in double rooms in the three-star hotel “Bulgaria” (www.bulgaria-dobrich.com) situated next to the school. The hotel has the capacity to accommodate more than 200 students at dormitory rates. The offered accommodation is furnished with standard-size twin beds, a desk, chairs and а coffee table, telephone, and a wardrobe. Each room has a shower and toilet en suite. Rent starts from 90 Euros (180 lv.) per month for a bed in a twin room and includes central heating, electricity, water and linen. A single room will be provided upon request. The standard deposit paid at checking in is approx. 50 Euro.
The International College – Albena provides further opportunities for accommodation for up to 25 students at attractive rates. Rooms are furnished and have toilet and shower en-suite. 

Students who prefer to rent accommodation (room in a flat or a house) can do this individually at a price of 50 – 100 euros per month. 


	FOOD

	“Albena” restaurant is located on the top floor of the school and is operated by school staff (F&B instructors and trainee students). It works on a self-serve basis at lunch time and offers a variety of meat and vegetarian warm meals. The price of a lunch is approximately 1 Euro. In the evenings the restaurant operates a-la-carte.

Students can have a drink and a snack in the college café on the ground floor all day round.

In close proximity to the school is the Summer theatre complex, a venue for classes in practical training. All students and teaching staff have a great choice of breakfast, lunch and dinner meals at discount prices. The complex has the only outdoor cinema in the city.

Around the college buildings there are small restaurants and cafeterias as well as fast food places, where students can get a proper meal for as much as 4 levs (2 euro).

Supermarkets are open from 7.00 to 22.00 hrs. from Monday to Friday and from 7.00 to 21.00 hrs. on Saturday and Sunday.
